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Waste Management provides the residential garbage and
organics collection for View Royal residents.

Garbage and organics (kitchen scraps) are collected in separate Town-supplied
totes that are emptied by a truck using automated arms. Collection regulations
for residents are detailed in Town of View Royal Bylaw No. 745, 2009. A set of
totes is automatically delivered to new homes upon occupancy permit issuance.

An annual charge for this collection is added to your property tax notice as a
separate line item to be paid in conjunction with your residential property taxes.
